from Greater Philadelphia ZOA 

Shalom ZOA Members, Friends and Supporters of Israel, 

This is a trying time for the Jewish People the world over. Nonetheless, we hope that you and your 
family are as well as can be given the circumstances. For those of you with dear ones in Israel,  or 
who may yourself be in Israel now: We hope you and they are safe and secure. All of you are in our 
prayers and thoughts – and the focus of ZOA’s work locally and nationally. 

This is a time for prayer – and many are engaged in prayer for Israel, her people and the IDF and 
other security services -- and also a time for advocacy/activism by the Jewish People and our friends 
and allies. There are many details below about advocacy. Also at the end of this action alert (as a 
graphic) are the English translations of the Prayer for the State of Israel and the Prayer for the Israel 
Defense Forces. In addition, please say appropriate Tehillim/Psalms. Consult your clergy. 

Additional advocacy:  

It is more important now than ever to engage in advocacy to help our brothers and sisters in Israel 
during this crisis, and to help all of the Jewish community – as the Arab and Muslim war against 
Jews is not limited to Israel. In fact, the Hamas charter makes clear that their war is to annihilate the 
Jewish People – as is Hez b’allah’s. The Palestinian Authority/PLO is no better, with its official “pay-
to-slay” program. We hope that our many suggestions and action items plus fact sheets will have a 
positive impact.  

There are four central areas where we can have impact in addition to prayer. They are: news media, 
schools, elected officials and general information.  

It is important first that you be well-informed so that you can inform others and be an effective and 
credible advocate.

It is important now to think local, where each of us can have the most impact, rather than at a dif-
fused national level.  

Where possible, it is better to be pro-active rather  than constantly reacting to the latest m e-
dia lie or statement by a politician or headline about a scourge at a university hundreds of miles 
away.  Truthfully, we must be both pro-active and react as needed. 

 
There is a battle for the hearts and minds of Americans. There is a trem endous 
amount of misinformation, biased information that favors the enemies of the Jewish People, lack of 
context and history, and outright lies. Closely follow local media; see/listen to/read their coverage. 
Call decision-makers or reporters to thank them for the positive/accurate coverage (mostly) thus far, 
and ask them to continue. The reason that the Palestinian-Arabs attacked the Jewish state, and the 
reason that the IDF must act to stop the genocidal entities will not change over time. These genocidal 
groups deliberately use human shields and have arsenals, rocket launchers and command centers 
within civilian population areas. When you read, see or hear falsehoods, mis-information, etc. – 
write and call as well. Be sure to write letters-to-the-editor and call-in to local talk radio to get the 
facts to the public. 

 
Keep others informed with accurate information, details, facts and history – become your family’s, 
your friends’, your email lists’ and your social media contacts’ source of news and information.    

Call local schools (K-12) – public, private, charter, religious. Ask what they are teaching about the 
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Arab war against the Jewish people; what materials are they using; where are they directing students 
to get more information – these are vitally important and impact the future as well as the present. 

Call the offices of state representatives and senators, city and township leaders, etc. Try to get local 
resolutions passed in support of Israel; ask if they need information or more information. You can 
direct them to Greater Philadelphia ZOA. The same goes for those in education. Reach us at 610-660

Organize local “Buy Israel” campaigns and events to help Israel’s economy.
